INSTRUCTIONS FOR FAMILY SELF REPORTS FOR CHINA

When it is time for your family reports for China, (#s 4, 5 and 6 of the six required reports) please complete and return the following:

1.  CCCWA page one cover sheet.  This is a tabled document in both English and Chinese and page one of the report.  Please type yours and your child’s name(s)as noted in all capital letters (CCCWA request).

2. Please fill out the body of the report. Please complete ALL sections of the report with 3-4 complete sentences. Sign original report or type your names with a script text and date. You do not need a notary for this. (The CCCWA has returned family reports that they deemed incomplete and/or too short. Please remember that these Family Reports are important to current and future adoptions.)
3. Please send in both of the above along with these attachments:

a. Copy of CCCWA travel approval received before adoption of your child.


b. 8 photos emailed to postadoption@chiadopt.org (please attach as jpg file).  These photos need captions – including names of people in photo, date when taken, location (general – city or state or event).  
c. For any child 10 or over, include an essay written by child in English describing his or her new family life.  10 or over child should sign report with parents.

d. Copy of certificate of citizenship (This is only if you haven’t submitted it with the previous reports. You don’t need to send it with every report.)
PLEASE SEND ALL DOCUMENTS TO POSTADOPTION@CHIADOPT.ORG ATTACH DOCUMENTS AS WORD DOCUMENTS OR PDF FILES AND PHOTOS AS JPGS. 
In addition, if you have not yet sent in the copies of all of your adoption paperwork (birth certificate, adoption registration, and abandonment decree) please be sure to do so. (This is usually sent in with the first post adoption report. If you’re not sure if you’ve sent this paperwork in please contact us and we can check our records.)
If you completed a readopt, or state recognition of foreign adoption, please provide copy of decree and/or birth certificate.  We are required to have copies (we do not want originals) of these in our files by IAAME, US State Department and our state licensers.  This also provides you an extra backup copy in archive should something happen to your original documents. 

If you have any questions on this process, please call the Washington office (360-383-0623) and ask for the post adoption department.

When the last report is received and sent to China, your file will be archived in an off-site professional archiving company.

II. REPORT CONTENT 

A. Health and Physical Development Status:

Describe child’s cognitive development, intelligence, problem solving, creativity, ability to learn.

E. Character Development:

General behavior of child, relationships with parents, siblings, friends.  Describe the child’s transition, adaptation to new culture, language acquisition.

F. Education/ Childcare Situation:

How close the child is to their developmental level, any support services the child is receiving through their school, scholastic performance, supplemental educational materials in home. 

G. Family’s Impression:
Describe the feelings of the parents about the adoption of the child both positive and negative.  Providing these are positive, describe love for child, vision for their future life, and desire to introduce adoptee to birth family and relatives of origin in the future.  

H. Evaluation by the Community:

Discuss whether the child is accepted into the neighborhood.  Note whether child has access to controlled substances, firearms, sex offenders or those with criminal records.   

I. Major Changes in the Adoptive Family:

Memorable family activities, changes, moves, more siblings, holidays, marriages, family losses of extended family, accidents, etc. Please note ANY major changes to your family since the previous report.
